There are also
two corresponding beads appearing in the stinging. KG16 This particular bead is made of ivory glass which has been

fumed with fine silver before adding the dot patterns in black white and amber.

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Researchers around the world face many problems to preserve and protect the future of our beautiful Barrier Reef. Coral
has many secrets. Did you know? Research has discovered much about coral’'s chemical extracts. For example, coral
extracts are used in: Cancer chemotherapy tests, sunscreen agents, repellents, antiviral research, antibiotic research,
bone graft research.

Fragile Reef:
A living landscape under the seaq, the reef is simply a city made of countless millions of marine animals called polyps.
Each new generation fastening itself to limestone skeletons thousands and millions of years old. These miniscule little
